The twenty-four contributions in this book have broadly addressed topics across
four major research areas: (1) Climate and land-use change impacts on hydrological
processes, (2) hydrological trends and causality analysis faced in hydrology, (3) hydrological
model simulations and predictions, and (4) reviews on water prices and climate extremes.
